I have followed with interest the journey of the motion placed before the Church of England, by the group Sustainable Church Flowers, to embrace more sustainable practices by eliminating floral foam and embracing seasonal British Flowers.
 
Sustainable flowers and floristry are my business,  (insert business name).  I grow sustainable cut flowers and use only sustainable methods in my floristry.  I am also a member of the national organisation, Flowers from the Farm, which represents sustainable growers and florists across the UK.  I have also 'done the flowers' for various services, celebrations and weddings in my village church in (amend as appropriate).
 
I am not writing here to promote my business.  I am writing to offer my help by demonstrating sustainable alternatives to floral foam to any of your church flower arrangers across the diocese if you think there would be interest.
 
I am aware that this has been an emotive subject and that it will involve a level of change and relearning and this can be daunting when people have used tried and tested methods for a long time.  I hope that I might be able to relieve some of the stress of change by introducing new ideas gently.
 
I choose the way I create my floristry and I pass no judgement on the decisions of others.  However, at a recent sustainability conference I was interested to see the results of new scientific research into all floral foams (even those which claim to be more eco friendly).  The results showed that all floral foams emit micro plastics. What was new to me was that these are tiny, shard-like particles that not only get into the local water sources but also can cause respiratory and skin irritation in the florists who use them.  This research is currently being peer reviewed and will then be available to the public.
 
I hope that I can be of use to give some support at this time.
