· Entrepreneurial women are at the forefront of the diverse UK flower growing sector, running successful businesses and promoting sustainable, agroecological growing practices.

· Data published by Flowers from the Farm shows that the British flower industry is growing and making a positive economic impact. 

· Average yields jumped from 30,700 to 43,500 stems per hectare in the last year alone

· Average stems per member increasing by 55% to 32,500.

Hallo, I'm Emma at The Fellside Flower Company in Cumbria.
1'm the outgoing co-ordinator for the Flowers From the Farm
NW region.

Throwing it back 10 years to when | joined FFTF, there were
around 60 members UK wide - there are now over 60
members in the NW alone! | was the first member in Cumbria
and people here helpfully suggested you couldn’t grow
commercial flowers in these (ahem) wild parts! Well, it is
somewhat challenging but we have many beautiful gardens in
the NW don't we, and I felt the huge environmental damage
done by flying flowers around the world for ‘floristry’ was
unacceptable.

Taking inspiration and advice from growers in Scotland,
Northumberland and Lancashire our flower farm is now 8
years old and | have been joined by over a dozen other flower
farms in Cumbria. NW region members have excelled in flower
shows at RHS Chelsea, RHS Tatton, Southport, Manchester
Flower Festival, the RHS Urban Show in Manchester and look
out for us at RHS Wentworth Woodhouse this year.
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
